    Before returning to the United States, the American pianist Stephanie Trick will be 
playing a solo piano concert Tuesday, November 2, 2010 at Le Petit Journal Saint-
Michel.  
    Stephanie Trick is a very young American pianist, with strong classical training and 
therefore a sure technique.  For about three years, she has specialized in stride piano, as 
surprising as that may seem.  After causing a sensation at ragtime festivals, she won the 
esteem of specialists in the genre with wonderful interpretations of stride classics, James P. 
Johnson, Fats Waller, and Don Lambert (which she learned by ear).  She plays these 
pieces with a punch that is matched by her precise interpretation.  
    Bernd Lhotzky and I were flabbergasted after hearing her at the Arbors Piano Festival in 
Florida.  Her repertoire is growing very fast and she is also interested in boogie.  She is a 
rising star of traditional jazz piano!  (Louis Mazetier) 
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
